With 



emphasis on the core (which consist of the electric motor, the shredder and the pump 

assembly) replacement. It also includes the electrical circuits, check valves, piping, 


on/off controls and safety devices. Basically, all of the components located inside of 


the grinder pump housing. The home owners responsibility is with everything 


located outside of the grinder pump housing, including the housing and lid.
